II. QUESTIONS PRESENTED FOR REVIEW

A. Contrary to the will and intent of the legislature as per NH RSA 567:A-10, can Attorney Daniel W. Jones continue to serve and act as Administrator of the Estate of Linn A. King once a Notice of Mandatory Appeal objecting to his appointment as administrator has been filed, accepted for appeal and is pending before the Honorable New Hampshire Supreme Court?

B. Is the Honorable Probate Court stayed from acting upon any proceedings or actions initiated by Attorney Jones once a Notice of Mandatory Appeal objecting to his appointment as administrator has been filed, accepted for appeal and is pending before the Honorable New Hampshire Supreme Court?

C. Once a Notice of Mandatory Appeal objecting to the appointment of Attorney Daniel W. Jones as Administrator of the Estate of Linn A. King has been filed, accepted for appeal and is pending before the Honorable New Hampshire Supreme Court, is it an abuse of discretion on the part of the Honorable Probate Court to refuse to appoint a Special Administrator given the fact that misconduct has been alleged against Attorney Jones and the appointment of a Special Administrator has been requested by one of the heirs of the estate?
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
